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It is the mission of the Judicial Marshal Services to provide the Connecticut Judicial Marshal system with a safe and secure environment in an impartial, courteous and professional manner, through the utilization of highly motivated personnel committed to a superior level of service.  As the uniformed division of the Judicial Branch, the Judicial Marshal is trained not only as a peace officer, as defined in the Connecticut General Statute 53a-3(9) but also as a correctional officer to perform duties in housing and transporting prisoners. At the request of the Judicial Marshal Academy, assessment of the Judicial Marshal Pre-Service Training Program was conducted by Charter Oak State College on June 20, 2008.
