The Program

This online Bachelor of Science in Nursing program
was designed by Charter Oak State College to fulfill
the increasing need for baccalaureate (BSN) prepared
nurses nationwide. Our 120-credit program’s core
nursing courses were specifically developed to meet
the Essentials of Baccalaureate Education for Professional
Practice. Online courses combined with a clinical practice

component provide students the opportunity to apply

new knowledge and skills. The degree specifically addresses the gap between Associate

Degree in Nursing (ADN) and Baccalaureate degree nursing programs by addressing health

care policy, evidence-based practice, population health, continuous quality improvement,

safety, interprofessional collaboration, and leadership within the health care system.

The program offers generous acceptance of prior ADN credits in accordance with the

recommendation of the Connecticut Articulation Model for Nurse Educational Mobility.

The U.S. Bureau of Labor cites the need for 1.1 million new nurses nationwide by 2023.

Admissions Requirements

Admission to the RN to BSN program
is selective. Candidates to the program
must have:

+ A minimum calculated Grade Point
Average (GPA) of 2.3, based on the
Charter Oak State College Nursing
Program of Study (Advising
Worksheet), to be accepted into
the Nursing Program

« Graduated from a nationally accredited
(ACEN or CCNE) Associate degree in
Nursing or Diploma Nursing Program

= A current, unencumbered RN license

*Note: Applicants who have not yet received
their RN license, but meet other admissions
requirements, will be permitted to enroll in the
college for one semester. Proof of RN licensure
must be provided for continued enrollment.
